25 For whoever eats the fat of the
animal of which men offer an offering
made by fire to Ywwn, the person who
eats it shall be cut off from his people.*

26 Moreover you shall not eat any blood
in any of your dwellings, whether of bird
or beast. 27 Whoever eats any blood,
that person shall be cut off from his
people.t>”

28 Then YrwH spoke to Moses, saying, 29
“Speak to the children of Israel, saying:

Peace Offering Instructions

‘He who offers the sacrifice of his peace
offering to Yrws shall bring his offering
to Ynws from the sacrifice of his peace
offering. 30 His own hands shall bring
the offerings made by fire to Yrws.
The fat with the breast he shall bring,
that the breast may be waved as a
wave offering before YrwH. 31 And the
priest shall burn the fat on the altar,
but the breast shall be Aaron’s and his
sons’. 32
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Also the right thigh you shall give to
the priest as a heave offering from the
sacrifices of your peace offerings. 33
He among the sons of Aaron, who offers
the blood of the peace offering and the
fat, shall have the right thigh for his part.
34 For the breast of the wave offering
and the thigh of the heave offering |
have taken from the children of Israel,
from the sacrifices of their peace offer-
ings, and | have given them to Aaron
the priest and to his sons from the chil-
dren of Israel by a statute forever.’” 3s
This is the consecrated portion for
Aaron and his sons, from the offerings
made by fire to YrwH, on the day when
Moses presented them to minister to
YrwH as priests. 36 YrwH commanded
this to be given to them by the children
of Israel, on the day that He anointed
them, by a statute forever throughout
their generations.

indeed if the hair of the bright spot has
turned white, and it appears deeper than
the skin, it is leprosy broken out in the
burn. Therefore the priest shall pro-
nounce him unclean. It is a leprous sore.
26 But if the priest examines it, and
indeed there are no white hairs in the
bright spot, and it is not deeper than the
skin, but has faded, then the priest shall
isolate him seven [7] days. 27 And the
priest shall examine him on the seventh
[7"]/day. If it has at all spread over the
skin, then the priest shall pronounce
him unclean. It is a leprous sore. 2s
But if the bright spot stays in one place,
and has not spread on the skin, but has
faded, it is a swelling from the burn.
The priest shall pronounce him clean,
for it is the scar from the burn. 29
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If a man or woman has a sore on the
head or the beard, 30 then the priest
shall examine the sore; and indeed
if it appears deeper than the skin, and
there is in it thin yellow hair,
then the priest shall pronounce him
unclean. It is a scaly leprosy of the
head or beard. 31 But if the priest
examines the scaly sore, and indeed it
does not appear deeper than the skin,
and there is no black hair in it, then
the priest shall isolate the one who has
the scale seven [7] days. 32 And on
the"seventh [7"] day the priest shall
examine the sore; and indeed
if the scale has not spread, and there is
no yellow hair in it, and the scale does
not appear deeper than the skin, 33
he shall shave himself, but the scale
he shall not shave. And the priest shall
isolate the one who has the scale another
seven [7] days. 34 On the seventh [7"]
day the priest shall examine the scale;
and indeed if the scale has not spread
over the skin, and does not appear deep-
er than the skin, then the priest shall
pronounce him clean. He shall wash
his clothes and be clean. 35 But if the
scale should at all spread over the skin
after his cleansing, 36 then the priest
shall examine him; and indeed if the
scale has spread over the skin, the
priest need not seek for yellow hair.
He is unclean. 37 But
if the scale appears to be at a standstill,
and there is black hair grown up in it,
the scale has healed. He is clean, and
the priest shall pronounce him clean.
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38 g If a man or a woman has bright
spots on the skin of the body, specifi-
cally white bright spots, 39 then the
priest shall look; and indeed if the
bright spots on the skin of the body
are dull white, it is a white spot that
grows on the skin. He is clean. 4o

As for the man whose hair has fallen
from his head, he is bald, but he is clean.
41 He whose hair has fallen from his
forehead, he is bald on the forehead,
but he is clean. 42 And if there is on
the bald head or bald forehead a reddish-
white sore, it is leprosy breaking out
on his bald head or his bald forehead.
43 [Then the priest shall examine it; and
indeed if the swelling of the sore is
reddish-white on his bald head or on
his bald forehead, as the appearance
of leprosy on the skin of the body, 44
he is a leprous man. He is unclean.
The priest shall surely pronounce him
unclean; his sore is on his head. 45

Now the leper on whom the sore is, his
clothes shall be torn and his head bare;
and he shall cover his mustache, and cry,
‘Unclean! Unclean!” 46 \"
He shall be unclean. All the days he
has the sore he shall be unclean. He
is unclean, and he shall dwell alone;

Therefore he shall
wash his body in water, and
put them on.
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51 And he shall take from the congre-
gation of the children of Israel
two [2] kids of the goats
as a sin offering, and
one ram as a burnt offering.
Aaron shall offer
the bull as a sin offering,
which is for himself,
and make atonement
for himself and
for his house. 7
He shall take the two [2] goats and
present them before Yrnwx at the door
of the tabernacle of meeting. s Then
Aaron shall cast lots for the two [2]
goats:

And Aaron shall bring the goat on which
Yrwh’s lot fell, and offer it
as a sin offering.

ten [10] shekels®; 6 and

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three [3] shekels of silver®; 7 and
if from sixty [60] years old and above,
if itis a male,
then your valuation shall be
fifteen [15] shekels®,
and for a female
ten [10] shekels®. s

But if he is too poor to pay your val-
uation, then he shall present himself
before the priest, and the priest shall
set a value for him; according to the
ability of him who vowed, the priest
shall value him. o If it is an animal
that men may bring as an offering to
Yrwd, all that anyone gives to Yrwh
shall be holy [set apart]. 10 He shall
not substitute it or exchange it, good
for bad or bad for good; and if he at
all exchanges animal for animal, then
both it and the one exchanged for it
shall be holy. 11 If it is an unclean
animal that they do not offer as a sac-
rifice to YnwH, then he shall present
the animal before the priest; 12 and the
priest shall set a value for it, whether
it is good or bad; as you, the priest,
value it, so it shall be. 13 But if he
wants at all to redeem it, then he must
add one-fifth [1/5"] to your valuation.

141 And when a man dedicates his house
to be holy to Yrws, then the priest shall
set a value for it, whether it is good or
bad; as the priest values it, so it shall
stand. 15 If he who dedicated it wants
to redeem his house, then he must add

one-fifth [1/5" of the money of your
valuation to it, and it shall be his. 16 If
a man dedicates to YuwH part of a field
of his possession, then your valuation
shall be according to the seed for it. A
homer of barley seed shall be valued at

fifty [50] shekels of silver’. 17
If he dedicates his field from the Year
of Jubilee, according to your valuation
it shall stand. 18 But if he dedicates his
field after the Jubilee, then the priest
shall reckon to him the money due ac-
cording to the years that remain till the
Year of Jubilee, and it shall be deducted
from your valuation. 19 And if he who
dedicates the field ever wishes to redeem
it, then he must add one-fifth [1/5™] of
the money of your valuation to it, and
it shall belong to him. 20 But if he does
not want to redeem the field, or if he has
sold the field to another man, it shall not
be redeemed anymore; 21 but the field,
when it is released in the Jubilee, shall
be holy to YrwH, as a devoted field; it
shall be the possession of the priest. 22
And if a man dedicates to YrwH a field
that he has bought, which is not the field
of his possession, 23 then the priest
shall reckon to him the worth of your
valuation, up to the Year of Jubilee, and
he shall give your valuation on that day
as a holy offering to Yuwx. 24 In the
Year of Jubilee the field shall return to
him from whom it was bought, to the one
who owned the land as a possession. 25
And all your valuations shall be ac-
cording to the shekel of the sanctuary:

twenty [20] gerahs to the shekel.
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26 1 But the firstborn of the animals,
which should be Ywwr’s firstborn, no
man shall dedicate; whether it is an ox
or sheep, it is [already] YHwH’s. 27
And if it is an unclean animal, then he
shall redeem it according to your val-
uation, and shall add one-fifth [1/5"]
to it; or if it is not redeemed, then it
shall be sold according to your valua-
tion. 28 Nevertheless no devoted offer-
ing that a man may devote to Yrwn of
all that he has, both man and beast, or
the field of his possession, shall be sold
or redeemed; every devoted offering is
most holy to YrwH. 20 No person under
the ban, who may become doomed
to destruction among men, shall be
redeemed, but shall surely be put to
death. 30 And all the tithe of the land,
whether of the seed of the land or of
the fruit of the tree, is Yrwn’s. It is holy
to Yuws. 31 If a man wants at all to
redeem any of his tithes, he shall add
one-fifth [1/5"] to it. 32 And concern-
ing the tithe of the herd or the flock, of
whatever passes under the rod [only use
of this phrase in the Bible], the tenth
[10" one shall be holy to YeawH. 33
He shall not inquire whether it is good
or bad, nor shall he exchange it; and if
he exchanges it at all, then both it and
the one exchanged for it shall be holy;
it shall not be redeemed.”” 34

These are the commandments
that Yrwr commanded Moses
for the children of Israel

on Mount Sinai.
